On Monday March 25, 2024, 
Chairman Robert Miguel 
hosted, Colonel Andrew 
Baker, U.S. Army Corps 
of Engineers (US ACE/
Corps) 64th Commander and 
a delegation from the Los 
Angeles District, along with 
representatives from Senator 
Sinema’s, Senator Kelly’s and 
Congressman Crane’s offices. 

The Colonel is the US ACE 
decision maker that approves 
requested projects and their 
funding. This visit was spurred 

from previous conversations 
and tours that have been 
ongoing between the Corps 
staff and the Ak-Chin Indian 
Community. 

In 2023, the Community 
applied for and received a 
permit from US ACE. 

This permit approved the 
Community to conduct 
maintenance 200 feet north 
and south of every wash 
crossing within the Vekol and 
Smith washes. 

The maintenance was to be 
supported and conducted by 
Public Works/Sanitation and 
Environmental Programs. But, 
due to the federal grant funding 
from the U.S. EPA provided to 
Environmental Programs, the 
Community needed to conduct 
an Archaeological Survey 
within the washes. 

In March 2024, a Request 
for Proposal (RFP) was 
advertised with a due date 
the end of March. Once a 
contractor is selected, the

I had the honor 
of meeting fellow ASU 
alumni Kahara Hodges 
who sang the US National 
Anthem for the ceremony, 
she recently acted in the 
Indigenous film, Frybread 
Face and Me. The 
highlight of my night was 
meeting former Phoenix 
Suns Forward, Charles 
Barkley.”

The community had the 
pleasure of welcoming 
Bambi Kraus to town, 
Chief of the Office 
of Native Affairs & 
Policy with the Federal 
C o m m u n i c a t i o n s 
Commission (FCC). 

On April 8, Kraus 
stopped by the Ak-Chin 
Library and received a 
tour by Library Director 
Melanie Toledo. 

More specifically, the 
FCC has recently updated 
its E-Rate Program for 
Schools and Libraries 
to clarify how Tribal 
Nations can participate 
in this important program 
that helps ensure that 
schools and libraries 
can obtain high-speed 
Internet access and 
telecommunications at 
discounted rates. 

Discounts for support 
depend on the level of 
poverty and whether 
the school or library is 
located in an urban or 
rural area. 

The discounts range from 
20 percent to 90 percent 
of the costs of eligible 
services.  E-rate program 
funding is based on 
demand up to an annual 
FCC-established cap 
of just over four billion 
dollars. 

The FCC has been 
visiting Tribal Libraries 
across the country 
to gain a better 
understanding of what 
needs and challenges 

they may have, as well 
as to learn about their 
success stories in serving 
their respective Tribal 
communities. 

“It was exciting to visit 
the Ak-Chin Tribal 
community and the 
library and see firsthand 
the wonderful programs 
the library is providing 
to Tribal members of all 
ages,” Kraus explained. 

“For example, it was 
educational for me to 
see how the Ak-Chin 
Tribal Library operated 
during the pandemic and 
how tribal community 
members continue to 
use its resources post-
pandemic.  

The FCC is greatly 
invested in learning 
how it can support 
Tribal community 
access to affordable 
communications services 
and I will share your story 
with my FCC colleagues 
in Washington, DC.”

It is vitally important 
that the Federal 
C o m m u n i c a t i o n s 
Commission meet with 
Tribal communities 
to learn firsthand the 
tribal success stories, 
needs, and challenges 
in the programs that the 
Commission offers to 
Tribal Nations.  

As Kraus is the head 
of the FCC’s Office 
of Native Affairs and 
Policy, such visits are 
central to her work.

conducted on the Vekol, Smith, 
Santa Rosa, and Santa Cruz 
washes. The maintenance will 
commence once the survey is 
completed and approved by the 
State Historical Preservation 
Office (SHPO) and Bureau of 
Indian Affairs (BIA).

After numerous meetings and 
tours with US ACE and with 
all the continuous development 
including the upgrades 
within the washes around the 
Community, it was now time 
to invite the newly appointed 
Colonel to come and visit 
the area. The Colonel was in 
Arizona visiting some recently 
approved US ACE projects and 
the timing was of the essence. 

Environmental Programs 
along with the US ACE Tribal 
Liaison discussed the feasibility 
for Colonel Baker to visit the 
Community and see firsthand 
the issues that the Community is 
facing within the washes.

Chairman Miguel said, “Having 
you come here to see the issues 
we are facing in our washes, is 
greatly appreciated and shows 
your commitment to Tribal 
Communities.” 

All those in attendance loaded 
up in a Transit van from the 
Water Reclamation Facility 
and headed to Vekol Wash and 
toured the area south of Farrell 
Road. The tour stopped at three 
spots along the wash to look at 
the bank degradation, invasion 
of invasive species, and 
immense amount of silt loading 
throughout this stretch of the 
system. 

The tour then travelled a dirt 
road along the Community’s 

southern boundary and 
discussed the various crops and 
drinking water source along 
with other potential funding 
sources to assist in completing 
the project. The tour then headed 
north along the Smith Wash 
bank where again the issues 
for this wash were discussed 
and shown. The tour concluded 
where it began with some final 
discussions, handshakes, and 
photos.

 “I hope that we can become 
partners in resolving the issues 
within the washes, making them 
safe for our community, but also 
for those around us.” Chairman 
ended.

Ak-Chin Members run in 
memory of Pat Tillman

On April 13, over 28,000 
runners from across the 
country, including dozens 
of members made the trip 
out to Tempe, Arizona to 
participate and raise money 
for the 20th Annual Pat’s Run. 

This race honors former 
Arizona State and Arizona 
Cardinals linebacker, 
Pat Tillman, who left the 
NFL to join the Army 
shortly after the terrorist 
attacks of Sept. 11, 2001. 

In 2004, Tillman would pass 
away in the line of duty, 
friends and family would 
find a way to keep his legacy 
alive, starting a race that 
covers 4.2 miles, finishing 
at the 42-yard line inside the 
Sun Devils football stadium. 

The numbers four and two are so 
prevalent in this event because 
Tillman wore number 42 in 
his illustrious career at ASU. 
It also raises money for 
the Tillman Foundation’s 
scholar program. 

The Foundation offers active-
duty service members, veterans 
and spouses with academic 
scholarships allowing them 
to further their education and 
create better opportunities 
with academic scholarships. 

The Tillman foundation 
adds 60 new scholars each 
year, the current number 
of Tillman scholars is over 
850, at 166 universities, with 
$34 million invested to date.

Five Ak-Chin 
Departments Work 
in Conjunction for 

Rabies Clinic

The Ak-Chin Indian 
Community, Police 
Department, Fire 
Department, Health 
Services, and USDA 
Animal and Plant Health 
Inspection Services teamed 
up to provide community 
members with a free rabies 
clinic for dogs and cats 
at least three months old. 

However, this was not your 
ordinary clinic, it was a 
drive-thru. Meaning owners 
and pets who showed up 
did not need to leave their 
car and took no more than 
five minutes. Rabies shots 
are often overlooked by pet 
owners, which is why the 
community felt the need 
to provide these services. 

Dozens of pet owners took 
advantage of the clinic 

that took place on April 
12, outside of the Ak-
Chin Fire Department.

“This is the first time we’re 
doing a drive-thru,” said 
District Environmental 
Health Officer Vincent 
Garcia. “Usually, it’s just 
a walk-up but we talked to 
the Chief and I said what 
do you think about a drive-
thru and he said absolutely 
we can try that, and he did 
a great job organizing this.”

On top of receiving the 
vaccines pet owners would 
receive the proper paperwork 
from the vet as well as a 
goodie bag from the Police 
Department containing 
more information about the 
vaccine among other general 
information for pet owners.
