For the 
Vice-Chairman position 
members include; Ann 
Marie Antone, Delia 
Carlyle and Erica Oliver.

During the Chairman 

portion, candidates were 
given time to share their 
platforms with members 
where they were able to 
give an in dept look into 

what they plan to focus 
on if given the Chairman 
seat and why they chose 
to run. 

Afterwards, members 
were encouraged to ask 
questions which ranged 
from community safety, 

community meetings, 
accountability of council 
members, policies/
guidelines and projects 
they focused on during 
their time in council. 
A total of 5 questions 
with add-ons were asked 
during this session.
